Anyone working in an 

area, such as a kitchen, where a fire is more likely to occur, 

should receive additional practical training in the use of the 

extinguishers provided.

• Suitable and sufficient training should be provided for the use of 
extinguishers which is to be conducted by a competent person with 
the training documented as evidence of completed (Don’t forget to
